Meeting was called to order at 8:02 pm.

Mike moved the minutes be approved as amended.  Lorri seconded and the minutes were approved 4-0.

PUBLIC  COMMENTS:

Pat Henricks:  Chevron newsletters went out this last month.  There is not a lot going on right now.  Chevron is waiting for DEQ to replace Chris Cote.  They have a feasibility study that has been turned in to DEQ and they are now awaiting the DEQ comments on the study. Chevron is in limbo until Chris’s replacement is named.  Pat spoke with Denise Martin at the DEQ.  She expects that they will have someone hired by the end of the year.  
Pat was in Sunburst the week of Thanksgiving when Lakeside Excavation was in town.  They found no contamination while de-watering .
Chevron has been asked if they would be interested in allowing Sunburst residents to use some of their property for a community garden.  The parcel on Main Street where they tore a house down last year was pinpointed as a possible spot.  Pat reported that Chevron is working on that it is looking like it will work.  Nothing is set yet, but Pat was asked to let Chevron know that if they still have funds available for the community that the garden would happily accept any donations to go toward the fencing and/or raised beds. Donations could be made through the North Toole County Economic Development Group.

OLD BUSINESS:

SEWER LIFT STATION PROJECT:  Lakeside Engineering was planning to begin the work on the lift station today but they are still waiting for some supplies to be delivered.  They have nearly completed the de-watering and didn’t have to move as much water as was originally believed.  They had originally estimated that the early bypass would cost us between $5,000 and $10,000.  It looks like that figure will be around $6,000 if everything continues to run smoothly.  That may increase by approximately $1,500 if the bypass needs to continue another month.  He is charging us the amount of rent on the pumps only. 

TELEMETRY GRANT:  We are currently having telephone and internet installed in both wells.  The monthly cost for this will be about $140 ($70 for each well).  We will probably need another line at the sewer lift station when that project is complete.  Electricians will be here tomorrow to start wiring the office.

POOL NAME:  The Lions Club would like the pool to be named so they can purchase a plaque and put up recognition when memorials are given to the pool.  The Lions Club has been a primary financial supporter of the pool since it was built.  The Lions Club discussed it at their meeting and suggested the name “Lion’s Memorial Pool”.  Gary told the council that our main donor would really like to see a program where children from Kevin and Oilmont could be bussed or driven to Sunburst to use the pool.  Mike moved we name the pool Lion’s Memorial Pool.
