REGULAR MEETING
OCTOBER 14, 2014

IN ATTENDANCE:  Mayor Gary Iverson, Councilpersons Tim Tharp (2nd half of meeting), Mike Tobin via phone, Lorri Housel and Dale Diegel, employees Linda Burley and Ray Patton.

Also in attendance: John McDonald, Pat Henricks, Carol Williams 

ABSENT: none

Meeting was called to order at 8:02 pm.

Lorri moved the minutes be approved as amended.  Dale seconded and the minutes were approved 3-0.

PUBLIC  COMMENTS:

John McDonald:  Chevron will be making a donation to the Lion’s Club for their program to check children’s eyes to detect health programs.  The donation will be sent FedEx to City Hall.  They will also be donating to the regional science fair.  Pat Henricks is doing routine sampling around town.  They are still in limbo with the DEQ as there has still been no replacement for Chris Cote named.

OLD BUSINESS:

WATER/SEWER UPDATE:  The soft water well is running well since the new pump was installed.  We are waiting for Ron at Superior Machine to rebuild the pump for the hard water well and then we will be installing it.  The sewer is still stalling continuously.  Ray is going out there every 4 hours or so and turning the pumps off then waiting for the sewage to clear before starting it up again.  

BUDGET RESOLUTION #508:  Mike moved we pass Resolution 508, the resolution to borrow funds from the First State Bank.  There was no second to the motion.  Discussion on the resolution followed.  The resolution discussion was tabled until the next meeting when a full council can be present.

NEW BUSINESS:

DAN KOLVE RESIGNATION:  Dan resigned from the Town to take another job.  His last day was October 3, 2014.  Ray presented Gary with a letter, asking for a raise if he was going to be working alone. Lorri asked Ray if he thought he could do the job alone.  Ray explained that he would have more responsibility and would be on call 24-7.  He also explained that he has been 3 years at the same wage.  When asked, Ray said he does not have his CDL yet and Dale stated we need someone with a CDL.  Ray asked for a $2.00 per hour raise.  It was suggested that the question of a raise be tabled till next month also.  Mike said if the council gives Ray a $2.00 raise next month it should be retroactive to this meeting.  After more discussion, Dale moved to give Ray a $1.00 raise and discuss further at the next meeting.  Lorri seconded it and it passed 3-0. 

JOHN ALSTAD INSURANCE CLAIM:  John brought the invoice for the amount of his new shop door that was not covered by MMIA.  Council had agreed to pay for the $2,000 not covered by insurance but the invoice came to a total of $2,061. Lorri moved we pay the total $2,061 to Wally’s Overdoor.  Dale seconded and it passed 3-0. 

TOWN SUPERVISOR VACANCY:  Council discussed when the position of Town Supervisor would be advertised.  It was felt that we could miss out on a good candidate if we wait to advertise until the new year.  The position will be announced now and we will see what applications we have by the next meeting.

NEXT MEETING DATE:  The paperwork for the Coal Severance Tax Loan will be ready to be signed on November 17th.  It would be ideal to have the regular meeting on that date to avoid the need for a second meeting.  This would also make it possible for the employees to observe Veteran’s Day on the 11th.  Meeting was tentatively scheduled for Monday, November 17th.  Dale and Lorri will notify Linda in the next few days if they cannot make it that day.

ITEMS NOT ON THE AGENDA:  none

Vendor reports were reviewed.

Hearing no objections, the meeting was adjourned by Mayor Iverson.
