


TOWN COUNCIL
REGULAR MEETING
APRIL 14, 2015
CITY HALL, SUNBURST MT  59482

IN ATTENDANCE:  Mayor Gary Iverson, Councilpersons Mike Tobin, Lorri Housel and Dale Diegel, and employees Linda Burley and Phil Iverson.

Also in attendance: John McDonald and Mark Stella 

ABSENT: Tim Tharp

Meeting was called to order at 7:18 pm.

Mike moved the minutes be approved as amended.  Lorri seconded and the minutes were approved 3-0.

PUBLIC  COMMENTS:

John McDonald:  John has been speaking with Erin Buckley in regards to using the Chevron Main Street property as a community garden. Mark Stella and John were hoping to lease the property to the city but this would require too much work and expense as it is a long legal process.  Instead the land would need to be purchased.  They are hoping that the Sunburst Foundation will fund the purchase of the land at current market value.  Chevron will then make a donation equivalent to the market value to be used towards developing the garden.  There will be a deed restriction on the land, keeping it as public use land.
John also reported that there has been some interest in repurposing some of the 
former Dangerfield home.  They are considering salvaging some of the home for this purpose but this will not happen this year. 
  
Mark  Stella:  Pat Henricks will be here next week.  The DEQ submitted comments to  Chevron’s work plan and Chevron has submitted their comments so the process is continuing now that Dan Norris has settled into his new position.  

OLD BUSINESS:

SEWER LIFT STATION PROJECT:  In Control will be here on the 20th to complete the telemetry.  The project is on standstill until the electrician comes to complete his work.

NEW BUSINESS:

CAMPER AT SEWER LAGOON:  A camper was dropped off at the lagoon.  Many people are discarding their large appliances, furniture and debris at the lagoon.  The camper is the same one that was sitting in Tom Seymour’s yard.  A letter will be written to Tom asking him to remove the camper.  In the event that he does not remove it, Cliff Fey will be called to tow it away at Tom’s expense.
POOL:  Both pumps are now working. The bottom drain has been disconnected but could be the source of the leak last year.  We will close it off to keep any water from leaking from it.  The skimmers need to be checked.  The top edge of the pool is also in poor condition and needs repairs before opening.  The portable steps are also in need of service.  The bottom of the poles need to have rubber or something similar installed to keep it from tearing the pool liner. 

WATER WELLS:  We need to get 4 new heaters for the water well.  Each well should have 2 heaters.

UTILITY BILLING DELINQUENT POLICY:  The current utility billing policy for delinquent accounts is to send out a door hanger once the account becomes delinquent.  This is 45 days after the billing cycle.  Owners of rented properties will be informed once this happens, whether or not the renter has made arrangements.  Once the door hanger is placed the account must be paid in full by the date on the hanger.  

EMPLOYEE  REPORTS:  Gary reported that Carolina Logistics contacted him.  They will be branching out to salvage and repair trucks.  They were asking about regulations.  Gary told them there was a state code regarding fencing of salvage yards near the highway.  Linda will look up the MCA and get back to them.  

Phil reported that everything is going well.  

Vendor reports were reviewed.

Hearing no objections, the meeting was adjourned by Mayor Iverson.
