IN ATTENDANCE:  Mayor Gary Iverson, Councilpersons Tim Tharp, Mike Tobin, Lorri Housel and Dale Diegel, employees Linda Burley and Ray Patton.

ABSENT: none

Meeting was called to order at 8:05 pm.

Mike moved the minutes be approved as amended.  Lorri seconded and the minutes were approved 4-0.

PUBLIC  COMMENTS:

Deb Brandon:  Toole County has been busy removing snow from all the county roads.  The NETA project is moving forward.  

Ursula Beck: The Sunburst Community Foundation is holding a bench project.  They are doing this in order to get benches for the walking trail.  Participants will receive $200 from the Foundation to use for materials for the bench.  Awards will be given in several categories.  Ursula asked the Council if the Town could sponsor the project as the Foundation is not allowed to channel the funds.  Council suggested she ask the North Toole County Economic Development Group to sponsor it as channeling funds for grants is one of their functions.  She also requested the Town’s permission to place benches around the walking path and the council agreed and Town will place the benches when complete.  

OLD BUSINESS:

SEWER LIFT STATION PROJECT:  The project is nearly complete.  The pumps have not yet arrived but will be installed when they are done and the system should be complete.  Ray reported that there is another leak in the Swayze system.  It is south of the lift station but water is backing up toward the lift station.  Ray informed Hank Coolidge and Hank is monitoring it.  He told Ray that the line has been turned off but he is turning it back on an hour a day in order to allow customers on the line to fill their cisterns.  Hank will be repairing the line.

TELEMETRY GRANT:  The telemetry system is now complete and is working well.

ORDINANCE #330:  Ordinance #330 was read.  This ordinance will change the regular meeting times to 7:00 p.m. on every second Tuesday of every month.  Lorri moved to accept Ordinance #330.  Tim seconded and it was accepted unanimously.  The notice and Ordinance will now be posted and will be voted on at the February meeting. 

SNOW POLICY: The Town’s policy on snow removal was reviewed and discussed.

NEW BUSINESS:

PUBLIC WORKS SUPERVISOR:  The Council interviewed 6 applicants for the position last night.  Those interviewed were Phil Iverson, Scott Widhalm, Chris Skovold, Jeff Lund, Tyler Buckley and Herb Hartzell.  Discussion was held and Mike moved to hire Phil Iverson to fill the supervisor position.  Lorri seconded and it passed with a 4-0 vote.  Phil will start tomorrow.  Council informed Ray that they wanted to discuss his job performance/qualifications and asked Ray is he wanted the meeting closed to the public.  Ray requested an executive session so meeting was closed.

EXECUTIVE SESSION:  No minutes taken.

Vendor reports were reviewed.

Hearing no objections, the meeting was adjourned by Mayor Iverson.
