


TOWN COUNCIL
REGULAR MEETING
JUNE 9, 2015
CITY HALL, SUNBURST MT  59482

IN ATTENDANCE:  Mayor Gary Iverson, Councilpersons Mike Tobin, Lorri Housel and Dale Diegel and Tim Tharp, and employees Linda Burley and Phil Iverson.

Also in attendance: John McDonald , Ursula Beck, Korey Fauque, Deb Brandon and Hank Coolidge

ABSENT: none

Meeting was called to order at 7:02 pm.

Mike moved the minutes be approved as amended.  Tim seconded and the minutes were approved 4-0.

PUBLIC  COMMENTS:

John McDonald: Pat and his crew will be in Sunburst next week.  They will be looking at the old church building to see if dismantling it will be feasible.

Chevron will be sending out a newsletter in July.  This will keep residents updated on the activity in the area.

Pat’s crew will be doing routine ground water monitoring.  They will be doing some testing where the Swayze line was replaced. 

John met with Ursula Beck  and Erin Buckley.  Erin and his wife, Kelsey, are very interested in getting a community garden started and work is ongoing toward getting  the Chevron land on Main Street turned over to the Town for this use. It will not be finished until it’s too late for this planting season but should be ready for next year.
  
Deb Brandon:  Deb pointed out that she found out that the Firemen’s park, between the new fire hall and the previous lumber yard, has not yet been turned over to the county.  Gary told her that the action had taken place only a few months ago.  Linda has the paperwork all ready to be filed.

Ursula Beck:  Ursula asked who was responsible for the weeds at the walking path as they need to be eliminated.  Gary told her that it was taken care of as they were sprayed yesterday and should be dying any time.  

Swayze Line:  The Town received a letter from the DEQ regarding the repairs/replacement of the Swayze Line.  The DEQ was under the impression that our water main had been affected by these repairs.  The DEQ wants a backflow preventer installed in the line.  It will be installed on the pressure side of the pump.  

OLD BUSINESS:

RESOLUTION 512-RESOLUTION TO RAISE LANDFILL CHARGES: Mike moved to adopt Resolution 512, thus raising landfill charges by $1.00, bring the charge to $15.00.  Lorri seconded the motion and it carried 4-0.’

SEWER LIFT STATION PROJECT:  The generator is still the only item not complete with the new lift station.  Phil is waiting for some parts. He will either repair it or make it so it will run manually.  He has not had any time with the pool opening.

COUNCIL EMAILS:  Dale and Lorri do not have their email set up yet.  Mike and Gary offered to help them get it set up.

NEW BUSINESS:

WATER WELLS:  Mike stated that it seems that the Town never finishes anything.  As a result, something happens and it’s a major issue with costly solutions.  Phil told the council that the hard water well is first on his list.  Phil also reported that chlorine seems to have been stolen from both the pool and the chlorinator.  He will be replacing the lock on the chlorinator and the pool basement door has already been replaced.  This will be reported to the police.  

CAMPER DUMPED ON CITY PROPERTY: The camper that was dumped by the lagoon by Tom Seymour has not been removed.  Council discussed options to eliminate the dumping of items there.  Scott Bye gave Phil permission to install a gate and lock access to the road.

POOL & LIFEGUARDS:  As of yet, no lifeguards have qualified for Opportunities, Inc.  Chance will be bringing his application in but none of the others have returned theirs and several do not qualify due to family income.  The pool is open and looking good.  The one heater is still not working properly but is being monitored.  The pool fund is considering roofing the building.  Gala Days was a huge success.  More money was raised than in many years.  The bench contest was also very successful.  Benches will be placed along Main Street as well as along the walking path.

RESOLUTION #511 – BUDGET AMENDMENT:  Due to the receiving of State Revolving Fund monies for the sewer lift station , as well as a Coal Severance Tax Loan in the sewer fund, it is necessary to amend the budget.  The following amendments were recommended:

Mike moved to post resolution 511 and have a budget amendment hearing on the 114th of July at 6:45 pm.  Tim seconded and it passed 4-0.  The resolution will be acted up at the regular meeting immediately following the public hearing.

COUNCIL DISCUSSION OF ITEMS NOT ON THE AGENDA:  Gary updated the Council what the employee insurance is costing.  Scott would like to upgrade his insurance and add his child but he cannot afford the higher payment.  Gary asked if the council would be interested in raising the amount the Town pays towards each employee’s insurance.  Council felt that it was the same as a raise and would discuss it when they work on the upcoming budget.
Gary also asked the Council to consider giving Linda a raise.  She has not received one in 2 years and he feels she was very helpful in getting things turned around for the Town in the past couple of years and while she doesn’t have a lot of licenses on the wall, she does have a lot of training.  Council will discuss again at budget time.

Mike asked about spraying for mosquitoes and Phil told him that he is spraying twice a week.  Mike reminded the council to tell concerned residents that they can also spray their yards and be proactive in the fight against mosquitoes,.

EMPLOYEE  REPORTS:  Phil’s reports were made earlier in the meeting.

VENDOR REPORTS: Claims list and payroll were reviewed.  Mike moved to approve the vendor list for June 2015, Claims 2083, 2090-2139, Warrants 9800-9838. Checks 9805-9807 were voided. Lorri seconded and it passed 4-0.  

Hearing no objections, the meeting was adjourned by Mayor Iverson.
