REGULAR MEETING
MARCH 10, 2015

IN ATTENDANCE:  Mayor Gary Iverson, Councilpersons Tim Tharp and Dale Diegel, Mike Tobin via phone, and employees Linda Burley and Philip Iverson.

Also in attendance: John McDonald, Pat Henricks and Mark Stella 

ABSENT: Lorri Housel

Meeting was called to order at 7:10 pm.

Tim moved the minutes be approved as amended.  Dale seconded and the minutes were approved 3-0.

PUBLIC  COMMENTS:

John McDonald:  John has been busy with the Montana Legislature lately and apologized for not making the last meetings.  He did stop in town last week,  but Gary and Linda were both out of the office.  He also attempted a regular meeting but the weather was so bad he had to turn around at Craig.  
Pat Henricks: Dan Norris, DEQ, will be in Sunburst tomorrow to visit with Pat and Mark.  They will bring him by City Hall to meet Gary, Phil and Linda.  Pat expects to be doing some new work this spring.  They have work plans that have been turned in to the DEQ and now that Dan has been hired the work plans should be approved.  Pat’s crew will continue the ongoing groundwater monitoring and feasibility studies.
Mark Stella:  Mark is still working with the Real Estate Division in getting the land on Main Street leased to the city for a community garden.  Erin Buckley is spearheading the project.  The land will be leased and there will be a couple of requirements.  First, the gardens must be above ground and no digging into the ground will be allowed.  Second, the land must be fenced.  Chevron will fence the property for us. 

OLD BUSINESS:

SEWER LIFT STATION PROJECT:  Phil called Tyler of Lakeside Excavation today to get an update on the lift station replacement.    Tyler said that the panels should be here and installed by the 30th.  He was told that he could have them by the 23rd, but he didn’t want to promise something he might not be able to deliver.  The temporary system seems to be running fine.

NEW BUSINESS:

POOL:  It is time again to start getting the pool ready and advertise for lifeguards.  We will be bringing applications to the high school again.  We will also look for a pool manager who can lifeguard and be in charge of scheduling.  This person would answer to Phil and Linda and would be responsible for letting them know when help is needed and when supplies are needed.  The pool was vandalized last fall and there is a lot of work to do to get the pool up and running.  Two toilets need to be replaced and there are several broken lights, paint was poured in several places and the ceiling is coming down in places due to water damage.  The water damage seems to be caused by tree limbs that are sitting on the roof.  These will need to be trimmed soon.
It was discussed that we need to put some surveillance at the pool and at the shop.  This would discourage people from bringing garbage to the shop and just dropping it off.  With the three break-ins at the pool last year, it would be a good idea to have cameras at the pool also.  Phil will be looking into the camera systems.  

EMPLOYEE  REPORTS:  Phil reported that he has the one ton truck almost fixed.  The transmission is out of the Chevy.  When the transmission was replaced the gasket was not available and had to be ordered.  A silicone “gasket” was put in and Dan was told to put the regular gasket in when it arrived.  The gasket was never installed so the silicone gave out when Scott was driving the pickup home from Cut Bank.  Phil is looking for a transmission for it.  The Ford is running well.
Phil has also been working on the street sweepers.  Cliff Fey has offered to buy the small sweeper for $100.  Phil is hoping to get a good sweeper from the two we currently have.  
Linda asked if she could attend Institute this May.  Registrations are in the mail and she needs to get her registration in if she will be attending.  Gary and Tim felt she should go and Dale asked about the cost. 
Phil and Scott attended water school and both took their water tests.  It will be up to 8 weeks before we get their scores.

Vendor reports were reviewed.

Hearing no objections, the meeting was adjourned by Mayor Iverson.
