SWEARING IN OF NEW COUNCIL MEMBERS:
Shane Berthelote and Holly Hovland were sworn in as council members and welcomed to the Council.

PUBLIC  COMMENTS:

John MacDonald introduced himself to the new council members. He invited them to call him if they ever have any questions or want to be updated on what Chevron is doing in the community.  

Chevron is still talking to the Bureau of Land Management about the staging area for the BLM to use while placing bales on the dry lakebed.  Things are still moving slowly due to the absence of Armistead Burk.  

Pat and Mark are still waiting to hear from the DEQ about a couple work plans.  They will be doing an Environmental Health Study and it has been submitted for DEQ approval.  

The community garden idea is still being investigated.  The property owned by Chevron on Main Street would be sold to the Community Foundation in return for a “like kind” donation from Chevron toward the development of the garden.  It is a slow process.  Erin and Kelsey Buckley have been asked to look into developing a non-profit organization to run the project.

Shane asked John if Chevron would allow trees to be planted on the land just west of 6th Ave. for a windbreak.  John said he would contact Chevron and see if it would be possible.  The ground is quite alkaline in part of that area, but there are trees that can thrive in alkaline soils.  It could be coordinated with the county agent.  John will get back to us on this.

MINUTES:  Mike moved the minutes be approved as corrected.  Tim  seconded and the minutes were approved 4-0.
