IN ATTENDANCE:  Mayor Gary Iverson (via phone), Councilpersons Tim Tharp, Mike Tobin, Lorri Housel and Dale Diegel, employees Linda Burley and Ray Patton.

Meeting was called to order at 7:08 pm.

NEW BUSINESS:

SEWER LIFTSTATION PROJECT:  Brad Koon recapped the bidding results.  The engineers’ projected cost was $205,000.    Lakeside Excavation was the low bidder with a bid of $274,629.  The other bidder was Western Municipal whose bid was $431,933.  

The bids came in higher than that.  One reason for this is the water in the ground that was a result of the Swayze Water Line leak.  The other reason was that we had no bidders at the pre-bid conference so contractors were called and asked to bid. This means less competition and higher bids. Other considerations leading to the higher bids are the late season, short time line and the expense of de-watering the area.

It was discussed whether we might get lower bids if we stall the project and call for bids again in the spring.  There is no guarantee that we will get lower bids and our current lift station is failing and will likely not last until spring.  We are currently running on one pump and Ray has to go out to the lift station every few hours to manually turn the pump off, backflush, and turn it back on.  The pump will not keep up so this is necessary.

The question was raised as to how long the new pumps would last.  Brad estimates that they should be good for 20 years in the new lift station. 

Mike moved we accept the Lakeside Excavation bid and get the project going now.  Lorri seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
